answer session. The majority of these presentations will be recorded and will be 

available to attendees after the event. During morning and afternoon sessions, 

representatives from each organisation will be present at an information stand 

showcase where students will be able to chat directly with them. The day will also 

include a lunchtime panel discussion where speakers will discuss future trends and 

share insider tips. DIOD is not a recruiting fair but an opportunity to get to know in 

greater depth how a number of important organisations in this space operate, the work 

they do, the kinds of career opportunities they offer, and the various entry routes 

available.
